However, it is not possible to change the campus during the exchange 
period. Applications need to be done online & via e-mail and should include the following 
documents: 
 
The applications should include the following documents:  

1. Online application form  
2. When completing the online form in the applicant portal, please follow the 

instructions on the first page of the form. Important: Online applications submitted 
after the application deadline will not be considered. 

3. One-page letter of motivation (either in German or English)  
4. Curriculum vitae (either in German or English)  
5. Learning Agreement / Study plan (courses students want to attend at TUM)  
6. Transcript of records (all grades attained at university)  
7. Document listing the courses students are attending in their current semester (and 

therefore are not yet listed in the transcript).  
8. An official language certificate (confirmation) for English and/or German (B2 CEF). 

The home university can issue this confirmation.

Further Information 

 
Applicants from EU/EFTA nations as well as some other nations do not need a visa to study in 
Germany. Applicants from non-EU nations normally need a visa to study in Germany. In order 
to find out if they need a visa and how to apply, they must contact the embassy or consulate of 
the Federal Republic of Germany in their home country. Application processing times can vary 
greatly depending on volume of applications and the applicant’s home country. It is 
recommended to submit the complete application at least two months prior to the student’s 
departure.  
Please note: Students cannot travel to Germany on a tourist visa, since this cannot be 
changed into a student visa. Students that are in Germany on a tourist visa are not entitled to 
study there.
