Application Response: Students will receive confirmation of receipt of an appli-
cation once the application deadline has passed.

Application Review: Applications will be reviewed during the week after the ap-
plication deadline. Formal acceptance letters will be sent to students who have
completed the application in full within 2 weeks of the application deadline.

Credits
e GCU uses the SCOTCAT credit system, where 1 ECTS = 2 SCOTCAT credits.
e Most modules at GCU are worth 20 SCOTCAT credits (10 ECTS)
e A full workload for a semester is 60 SCOTCAT credits = 30ECTS (3 modules)

Module Lists
After you have applied to GCU using the online form, you will be provided the list of
available modules on offer for your exchange period. This list of modules has been

approved by academics at GCU and students are only able to choose modules that
Schools and Subject Areas are noted on these lists, unless prior permission is sought.

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Visa and Immigration Requirements

For students of any nationality studying for 6 months or more—a_student visa is re-
quired.

For students studying for 6 months or less, you should enter the UK on a Standard Visit
Visa. Dependent on your nationality, you may be required to apply for this in advance of
travel:

e Visa Nationals—apply in advance
e Non-Visa Nationals—apply on entry to the UK
Electronic Travel Authorisation (ETA)

An ETA is required for all non- visa national wishing to visit the UK. The ETA is not permis-
sion to enter UK but allows travel to the UK. Upon arrival travelers must go through im-
migration. Airlines will check the ETA before boarding.
