· A personal statement stating why you are applying for an exchange, your background, experience and what you are seeking to achieve as an outcome of your studies. 
· Proposed learning agreement
· Submit both application forms online via the application along with:
· A scanned copy of your official transcript (please do not send any original transcript documents in the post as the original transcripts must be used if you need to apply for a visa)
· A scanned copy of your Passport details 
· A scanned copy of English language qualifications (the majority of programmes require a minimum score of IELTS 6.0 or equivalent; we can also accept a certificate from your home institution stating this – this is only required if your first language is not English. Please check our website for the English language requirements for programmes). If you need to apply for a Tier 4 visa then you must submit a UKBA approved English Language Test certificate equivalent to a minimum score of IELTS 6.0.
Please Note: Incomplete applications will not be processed, hard copy applications and photographs are not necessary.
