	English Language Requirements
	For the 2017/18 academic year we will continue to accept students whose language ability has been assessed by their home institution as being a suitable level to study at UCL.

	Deadlines
	Application: March 31st 2017 (although there can be flexibility up to one month after this date)

Accommodation: May 31st 2017 (please note this is a rigid deadline and applications made after this date may not receive an offer of accommodation).  In order to apply for accommodation you must have received an offer to study and accepted it.



	Options
	All affiliate students are required to take all four of their year long courses within the Faculty of Laws – each option is worth 15 ECTS and therefore a full load will be 60 ECTS.  Full option choices will be sent to all affiliate students by the beginning of June 2017 with guidance on making your choices.  These will be confirmed to you during August along with reading lists etc.  Please note that not all options are open to affiliate students.


	Teaching
	All courses will have a weekly two hour lecture or seminar for all students enrolled on that module.  In addition you will be allocated a tutorial group (approx. 8 students in size) for each module which will take place for one hour fortnightly. For smaller classes the tutorial/lecture will be replaced by seminar teaching.  You will be required to undertake self study and preparation for each tutorial.  Attendance at tutorials is compulsory and will be monitored.



	Exams (Method of Assessment)
	There will be formative exams or essays in all modules during terms 1 and 2 – please note that these results will not count towards your final grades.

All courses will be assessed during term 3 either by written examination, essay or case studies or a combination.  The individual student’s Exam Timetable will be made available towards the end of term 2.


	Results
	Affiliate students will be able to access their results on the Laws student intranet on the evening of the Faculty Exam Board (June 2017) – these marks will still be provisional however. Each of our partner institutions will receive the marks for their own students by email shortly afterwards.
All affiliate students will receive a Faculty Record of Study during July and once the provisional marks have been validated through the UCL Exam Board an official transcript will be issued direct to the students home institution – this will be sent at the end of August. 	Resit Examinations  
	Students who fail a subject are able to retake the examination or resubmit the necessary written assignment during the August/September 2017 re-sit exam period – students must confirm their wish to retake an examination or request to be withdrawn from the exam.
