(Thesis
title: ‘Altruism and Capital Accumulation’), thesis director: Jordi Caballé). When | received my
doctorate, | obtained a Fulbright postdoctoral fellowship for a one and a half year stay at the
Department of Economics at the University of Minnesota. Then, in 1996, | joined the
Department of Economics and Business at Universitat Pompeu Fabra (UPF) as Assistant
Professor. In 2001, | was granted tenure Associate Professor at UPF (Profesora Titular de
Universidad). From 2003 to 2008 | worked as Associate Professor in the Department of
Economics of the University of Toronto in which | was granted tenure in 2006. From 2008 to
2012 | worked as a Research Professor at IMDEA Social Sciences in Madrid. In 2012 | was
hired by the Department of Economics of Universidad Carlos Ill de Madrid (UC3M) as Full
Professor and since 2016 | hold a position of ‘Catedratica de Universidad’ at U3CM.

My research topics are at the intersection of macroeconomics, public finance and labor
economics. My research has dealt with issues such as the distributional and macroeconomic
effects of taxes, the consequences on the welfare of social security systems, the reform of



public pension systems and the effects of inheritances and intergenerational transfers on
capital accumulation and wealth distribution. My research has also analyzed the wage and job
supply differences between men and women in the US. Using panel data from one generation
(NLSY-79), we document empirical regularities regarding labor supply and wages throughout
the life cycle of individuals. We conclude that fertility decisions have negative and persistent
consequences on the labor supply of women and their wages. In another article, we build a
quantitative theory consistent with empirical regularities and use it to analyze the effects of
maternity leave policies on women's fertility, labor supply decisions and wages. One of the
most important debates among economists is about the elasticity of the labor supply. While
macroeconomists conclude that the behavior of the labor supply in the economic cycle is
consistent with a high elasticity of the labor supply, empirical studies with micro data conclude
that the supply of individual labor is very inelastic. My research developed a theory of labor
supply decision that reconciles estimates of the elasticity of labor supply based on
microeconomic data with those based on macroeconomic data. It shows that estimates with
macro data obtain a high elasticity of the aggregate supply of labor due to fluctuations in
employment not captured by microeconomic studies. In 2016, this article was published in the
Review of Economic Studies (considered among the 5 with the greatest global impact in the
area of Economics, average factor 4705). | am currently exploring the differences in the US
economy across occupations in hours of worked and wages. In a recent NBER working paper,
coauthored with Erosa, Kambourov, and Rogerson, we show that the gender differences in
housework activities (women allocate 10 hours per week more than men in housework)
generate important gender differences in labor market outcomes (hours of work, occupational
sorting and wages). We conclude that the cost in output per worker implied by this
misallocation of talent in the US economy is more than 5 percent. This paper has been
accepted for publication at the American Economic Journal: Macroeconomics conditional on
submitting the computer codes.

Parte B. RESUMEN LIBRE DEL CURRICULUM

Después de mi Licenciatura en Economia en la Universidad de Valladolid en 1991, obtuve
mi doctorado en la London School of Economics en 1997 y trabajé como Junior Lecturer en
el Departamento de Estadistica de la Universidad de Oxford. A continuacion, fui contratado
como Profesor Visitante en el Departamento de Estadistica y Econometria de la Universidad
Carlos 1l de Madrid (1997-2013) y fui Profesor Investigador ICREA en la Universitat
Autonoma de Barcelona (2003-2004). En 2004 me uni al Departamento de Economia de la
Universidad Carlos Ill donde actualmente soy Catedratico (desde 2007).

Mi actividad investigadora se ha desarrollado en el campo de los modelos econométricos
dinamicos y analisis de series temporales econdmicas. Esta actividad se puede describir en
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tres lineas, el estudio de métodos robustos a la correlacion serial para inferencia en series
temporales, la medida y modelizacion de la persistencia de las series economicas, y el
analisis de la especificacion e identificacion de modelos paramétricos dinamicos.

En mi tesis doctoral investigué propiedades asintdticas de alto orden de métodos
econométricos para series temporales que usan estandarizacion semiparamétrica robusta
para adaptarse a la correlacion serial sin necesidad de supuestos paramétricos.
Posteriormente he contribuido al desarrollo de inferencia semiparamétrica para series no
estacionarias con memoria larga, evitando la importante restriccion de estacionariedad y
posteriormente he extendido dichos resultados a la estimacion de modelos paramétricos,
tendencias deterministicas, contrastes eficientes de integracion, cointegracion y datos de
panel. También he desarrollado contrastes para hipétesis clave de la modelizacion de series
temporales econdémicas y métodos para la identificacion de modelos dinamicos, con
aplicaciones novedosas en macroeconomia y finanzas de estos métodos. También he
colaborado en el disefio de nuevos métodos oOptimos de fijacion de precios de opciones
basados en simulacién y he contribuido a la economia de la educacion empirica.
